How to apply for a website to be Unblocked by the DET filter
1. Log in to the DET portal https://portal.det.nsw.edu.au
2. Click on the “My applications” tab.

Then click on “Account Administration” in the list below.
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3. From the Administration menu, click on “Web Filter Check”.

NB. You can use this from home to check whether the great site you found is blocked, and apply for unblocking before your lesson. 
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4. Fill in the online form with the URL of the website in question.

For a quick check, choose “display report”.

(Your email address should automatically appear in the form)

Click “Submit”.
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5. The next page will give you an option to “Request to Block/Unblock/Categorise a site”.
Click on this option and fill in the following page with the reason why the page should be unblocked.

Then cross your fingers (  A response may come quickly, or may take 1-2 days.
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
